The town was also the home of 
Edward Jenner, pioneer of the smallpox vaccine. The Jenner Museum is 
a short walk along the lane opposite this house, past the brick cottage 
that Jenner gave to James Phipps, who as a boy was the first person to 
receive inoculation. A thriving small rural town, Berkeley has a variety of 
shops, a bank, building society, hotel, public houses and a primary 
school.
